6-a-Side Football Festival Rules 
1. The game shall be played by two teams each consisting of no more than 6 players* (10 players per squad). Substitutes 

shall be permitted on a roll on, roll off basis throughout the game after obtaining the referees permission. * Under 15 boys 
will be 5 aside. 

2. The penalty box shall be extended from one touch line to the other, across the width of the pitch. 

3. There shall be no offside. 

4. Duration of the matches will be a straight 8 minutes with the exception of the semi finals which will be 10 minutes and 
Final that shall be 12 minutes. U7 & U8’s will be non competitive and not exceed the 45 minute playing time guidelines 
from the FA. 

5. All matches will start with a drop ball. All restarts will be as normal FA rules. The referee will toss a coin to decide choice 

of ends. 

6. All teams to provide the referee with a match ball of the appropriate size for the age group. Each “Home” team should 
provide the ball for the match. 

7. Any team not available to start their match on time, will forfeit the match, a score of 3-0 will be recorded. 

8. The Referee has the decision for changing shirts should there be a colour clash. 

9. Goal kicks to be taken from the back base line except U7’s, U8’s and U9’s, who may use the penalty area line.  

10. Goalkeepers are permitted to throw (over arm) the ball. 

11. Goalkeepers are not permitted to kick the ball out of their hands except at U7’s, U8’s and U9’s. Should a goalkeeper 
kick the ball out of his hands a penalty kick will be awarded. 

12. Normal pass back rule applies to all age groups. 

13. Any player receiving a red card during a game will take no further part in the competition. Any player receiving a yellow 
card will be suspended for the next game. 

14. Defending players to be at least five yards away from a free kick. 

15. Pool Games – Three points will be awarded for a win, one point for a draw. 

16. Qualification from the league group will be based on:  
a. Number of points 
b. Goal difference 
c. Goals scored 
d. Result between the teams 
e. If still tied, a penalty shoot out will occur. See Rule 17 for penalties. 

17. Quarter Finals (If used), Semi Finals and Finals. If scores tied at full time, then a straight 3 minutes of extra time will be 

played. Golden goal rule applies in extra time. If scores are still tied, a penalty shoot out will take place. The Penalty shoot 

out will consist of 3 penalty takers from either side. If scores are still level, then sudden death penalties with a player who 

has not already taken a penalty to decide the outcome. 

18. All teams entering the Festival will be required to wear colour wristbands denoting which team each player is representing 

a. Each team will be provided with the wristbands for 10 Players only per team. 

b. Players from teams, where the Club has entered 2 teams in age group, will be required to wear different colour 

wrists bands. 

c. Player’s must wear the wristband at all times during the festival. 

d. Lost/damaged wristbands must be reported immediately at the control tent. 

e. The referee may exclude any player not wearing a wristband if that player is required to do so. 

f. Any team found attempting to use more than 10 players per team (by attempting to swap wristbands between 

players) may be disqualified from the Competition. 

19. The referee’s decision is final on all matters during a game. Including the result of the match, managers from both teams 

MUST check the result with the referee immediately after the match. 

20. The organizers decision is final on all other matters arising and disputes. 

21. Respect other players, supporters and officials. Abusive and/or aggressive behavior by any Club Official, Parent, 

Supporter or Player will not be tolerated and such behaviour may result in the team being disqualified from the 

tournament.
